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MoreLab Apprenticeship Program 2016
001. Description

A few times a year, MoreLab offers a limited number of unpaid apprenticeships across a range of disciplines, including art, design, fabrication and social activism.  Though we do look for specific skills when filling specific apprentice positions, we are more interested in more intangible qualities and capabilities, such as your passion, your ability to thrive under diverse and dynamic creative working conditions and your receptiveness to subverting the existing categories and hierarchies that define your area of disciplinary training.  Because we receive far more applications than we can accommodate, these apprenticeships tend to be competitive, challenging and extremely rewarding opportunities for both creative and personal growth.

Each January, May and September, MoreLab accepts 2 to 3 qualified candidates as MoreLab Apprentices. Apprentices can be in any stage of their art, activism or design career, from students to practicing professionals. Apprentices are assigned a role and a MoreLab mentor at the start of their time with MoreLab, but depending on skills and interests, the position can evolve over time. Often all Apprentices are called to participate in charrettes, brainstorming sessions and project expeditions to exotic locales around the world. 

Apprentice make a 12-week commitment of at least 10 hours per week with at least one day per week spent at the MoreLab studio in West Oakland, the global heart of larg-scale industrial artmaking. While there is currently no monetary compensation for apprenticeships, available benefits include the potential for academic credit, extraordinary and invaluable experience conceiving and executing art and design projects, meeting and collaborating with talented art/design practitioners and recognition on MoreLab’s website. Additional perks often include field trips and use of shop facilities for personal projects. Though we are flexible, we ask that you commit to a regular routine and map out the schedule for your overall time with us so that we’re aware of your academic deadlines, vacations and other commitments prior to the commencement of your apprenticeship.
